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The Journey from Calais
We have probably one of the most direct routes to any fishery in France. This being due to 90% of the journey being completed on the autoroute. If you cross by boat or tunnel to Calais, as you leave the dock / tunnel

You will join the A16. Head for the A26 autoroute to Paris / Reims. 

Alternative Route 


For those that have Sat Nav’s there is a slightly alternative route which allows you to leave the autoroute earlier. However this route is more cross country.





1) Leave autoroute at Junction 24 of the A31 at Beaune





2) Take the D970 and follow signs to Lons-le-Saunier.





3) This route will also take you directly into St Germain du bois.





4) From here please the instruction from number 6 above.





From Chalon-sur-Soane to St Germain du Bois approx 35 minutes to the complex





1) Leave payage at Junction 26 and take right turn onto N80 heading for St Remy





2) At the roundabout go straight over still on N80 you will cross the River Soane follow to next


    roundabout.





3) Straight over roundabout to the third roundabout, at this take second exit marked N78 heading


    for Lons-le- Saunier to next roundabout.





4) Take second exit N78 to Lons-le-Saunier and continue for approx 5 miles through Lessard-en-


    Bresse.





5) At Thurey (next Village) take left in centre of village (near Marie office) onto the D24 to


    St Germain du Bois. Then follow this all the way into the town.





6) In St Germain du Bois head to the town centre (market square to the left). At the crossroads


    (you will see Hotel Bressanne in front of you) turn left.





7) Follow road D13 out of town for approx 1 mile until you see next houses at Le Noyer.


    After two houses on the right you will turn right into driveway (you will see a road sign marked


    100 yrds).





8) Continue down drive and through 5 bar gates until you read the parking area adjacent to the


    lakes





Please note that the post code for the area is 71310 however this is based on the village of Serley 


approximately 4 miles from St Germain du Bois.





1) At Calais join the A26 south for Paris / Reims. Stay on the A26 all the way to Reims.





2) At Reims get on the A4 heading for Chalons-en-Champagne / Troyes. The A4 will split before Chalons so take 


    the A26 again for Troyes





3) Near Troyes Take the A5 which then becomes the A31 for Dijon. Follow the A31 all the way where it then becomes the A6 just before Chalon-sur- Soane and exit the autoroute at junction 26 Chalon Sud (south).
